Tuition for full-time further education courses is free for 16 – 18 year old students who meet home student entry criteria.
However you will need to cover the costs of books, materials, CRB checks, trips and other items related to your course
of study.

Students 19 years and over and overseas students are required to pay an annual tuition fee.  Further details are available
from the College’s Admissions and Reception Department.

John Ruskin College will be running Business
and Administration apprenticeships from
September 2011. These will be paid jobs in an
administrative environment with an employer,
whilst working towards a Level 2 Apprenticeship
in Business and Administration. Candidates
need to have A – C GCSEs in Maths and
English, or equivalent, and be committed to full-
time employment for a year. This is a competitive
programme, where success in gaining a place is
dependent upon an employer interview.
